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1 Welcome and registration- General 

After your application in Studielink, you received a link in your email to our Osiris Application system.This is where 
you will upload all your documents and supply us with the information we need to handle your application as quickly 
as possible. 

Select your language here. 

The email you received also contains your username and password. Please enter these and click Login. 
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Once you have logged in, you will see one or more programmes listed under ‘Current applications’. Please choose 
the programme for which you wish to apply. If you are applying for more than one programme, you will need to 
complete the process for each programme separately.  

Click on the link ‘view/edit’ beside the programme name. This is where you will submit your application file and 
answer some questions regarding your immigration status, if applicable. You will be able to follow the progress of 
your application by clicking the link Step 0 of 1 (more info) under the header ‘Progress.’ 

The following screen has a short prompt to remind you to save your answers regularly, as each page will expire after 
5 minutes of inactivity. Click ‘continue’ to start the application. 

Please note: Some sections are not immediately available. They contain questions we may need you to answer at 
a later time. If this is the case, we will inform you by email and ask you to log back in and complete these 
sections. A final summary page shows all the details to check before you ‘submit’ the application.

When evaluating your diploma, we may require the services of our national diploma evaluation agency, Nuffic. We 
will need your consent to do this. Please click in the place provided to agree.

2. HU works with a number of recruitment agents. Here we would like to ask you whether you used the services of
an agent in your home country to help you apply to HU, and if so, which one.

If you are not an EU/EEA national, we expect to arrange a Dutch visa for study purposes for you. We suggest you 
read our Immigration guide now before you continue. If you are already living in the Netherlands, please read the 
residence permit appendix in the flyer, as you will need to confirm your current residence situation later in this 
section. 
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3 Diploma 

In this section, please upload your passport and your diploma documents. Make sure you have these documents 
ready in a .pdf file to upload. We must have a passport copy to continue. If you have not yet received your final 
diploma or language test, you may advise us of the date of graduation and country where it will be issued, and then 
you can upload them later.

4 Language test 

All students have to show that they meet the language requirement for the programme of their choice. Please select 
whether you already have a language test result, if you still need to take the language test, or if your diploma 
exempts you from having to provide one. 

If you do not yet have your language test, we will ask you to upload it later. 

5 Permit (non-EER students only) 

Next, we need to know whether you require a visa or residence permit for study. Most international student with non-
EU nationality need an entry and residence permit in order to study at HU. If so, we will apply for this on your behalf.

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If you already live in the Netherlands and have a residence permit for another purpose, or if you have a residence 
permit for study at another school, you may not need an entry visa and/or residence permit.

No, I do not have a ‘permanent’ Dutch residence permit that allows me to study. 

This is the answer we expect from non EU/EEA students who do not live in the Netherlands. However, this answer is 
also applicable to those who may live in the Netherlands with a Dutch residence that cannot be extended (au-pair for 
example). After your admissions has been positively evaluated, you will receive an email to return to the online 
application process to continue with the visa section. 

No, but I do have a Dutch residence permit for study purposes. 

If you have a valid Dutch permit issued for the purpose of study, we will need to change your residence permit to 
study at HU. After your admissions has been positively evaluated, you will receive an email to return to the online 
application process to continue with the visa section. There you will need to submit a copy of your passport and of 
your financial documents. 

Yes, I have a ‘permanent’ Dutch residence permit that allows me to study. 

If you have residence in the Netherlands for a purpose that allows you to study (see appendix in the immigration 
flyer), you will not need to return to the online visa section after your admissions has been positively evaluated. You 
must upload a copy of your current Dutch residence permit now for us to confirm this.  

Important – if your residence status is not accepted 
You will receive an email message from us to return to the online application process to change your answer. 
Your admissions cannot be finalized until your residence status is confirmed! After positive admissions evaluation 
you will receive an email request to return to the online visa section.   

Once you have answered the questions and supplied the documents for the admissions evaluation, click ‘Continue’. 
The next sections will not yet be available. These contain questions you may need to answer later. If this is the case 
for you, you will receive an email message at a later time asking you to return to the online application. For now, 
keep clicking ‘Continue’ until you get to ‘Submit application’.  
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6 Visa 1/1 (non-EER students only) 

All your documents for the visa application must be supplied through Osiris. After a positive evaluation of your 
diploma, we will send you an email asking you to log back in to answer questions and provide documents for the 
study visa. Make sure to respond to this email promptly, as earlier deadlines apply to visa students! 
Important: - The Immigration Guide is a very important document to refer to during this process. Make sure to keep 
it with you as you complete this section.  

The first questions concern your current residence situation. The visa screen options will vary depending on the 
answer you have given.  

If your nationality normally requires an MVV visa to enter the Netherlands, we will first ask you whether you already 
have a residence permit for study at another school. Below the screenshot is a detailed explanation of the answers 
and what they mean. 

1. I understand HU must arrange a visa for study purposes for me.
• You are living in the country of your nationality.

You must advise us of the Dutch Embassy where you can collect your MVV entry visa before you start
your travel arrangements, and follow the general procedure.

• You are living in another European Schengen country.
You may not need to collect an MVV from a Dutch Embassy. We expect you to upload a copy of your
Schengen residence permit with your passport later in the process.

• You are living in the Netherlands (for another purpose that does not allow you to study).
You should not need to collect an MVV from a Dutch Embassy. We expect you to upload a copy of
your Dutch residence permit with your passport later in the process for us to check.

2. I have a valid Dutch residence permit for the purpose of study.
You already have a visa for study. Please upload a copy of your Dutch residence permit for us to check
your residence status. If your ID is accepted, you should not need an MVV and a fee for the visa may not
be necessary.

The next question is about the embassy where you will pick up your MVV. This will usually be the Dutch embassy in 
your home country, unless you already live in the Netherlands or another Schengen country. 
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If you do not have legal residence in the Netherlands or another Schengen country you will need to select the 
country (from the choice list) where you can collect your Dutch MVV visa:

Financial documents (all students requiring the visa/residence permit)

After informing us of your residence situation, you will come to the financial documents section. You must follow the 
directions in the Immigration Guide and give us the details on how you will finance your stay and tuition payment. 
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7 Visa 2/2 (non-EU/EEA students only) 

In the last part of the visa section, please upload all the immigration forms we need from you. Here you also need to 
confirm that you understand the Dutch Immigration law regarding visa students. Again, the Immigration Guide should 
help you prepare the documents and understand what is expected from you. 

Make sure your visa application is correct and complete and accept the conditions before you submit your 
application. 
If you are not sure or need to re-check your application, ALWAYS save first and SUBMIT later!
